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Infowars has obtained a document from the New Jersey Office of Homeland Security &
Preparedness that lists banal bodily activities such as yawning, staring and goose pumps as
“suspicious activity” indicative of terrorism.

  

In a flyer handed out to Internet Cafes, workers are encouraged to report people who use cash
to pay for their coffee as potential terrorists.

      

Expressing an interesting in protecting online privacy when surfing the web in public is also
characterized as a suspicious activity.

  

As Reuters reported in February, authorities are now treating those who “believe the United
States went bankrupt by going off the gold standard” as extremists who are a potential violent
threat to law enforcement.
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
