ES&S Touch-Screen Votes Now Flipping in TX Too! Obama/DNC Attorneys Still AWOL!
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With every incident so far reported of touch-screen vote-flipping during early voting in this year's
general election --- from county to county in WV and in Nashville TN) --- it's been the ES&S
iVotronic touch-screen machine that has failed, flipping votes from one candidate to another not
chosen by the voter.
