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Having watched John McCain and Barack Obama resolutely pledge their allegiance – and their
countrymen's lives and treasure – to the defense of Israel via AIPAC, the media, and personal
meetings with Israeli leaders, it is worth asking what could possibly drive these men to so
ardently commit America to participation in other people's religious wars. This question is
particularly important today as the Bush administration and the Israel-firsters continue to push
for an unprovoked U.S. attack on Iran.

While few would question the right of AIPAC leaders to lobby U.S. politicians, legally bribe them
with campaign contributions, or limit their right to speak as they please in public, not matter how
scurrilous or libelous their words, I sometimes wonder if Americans have focused on what
AIPAC lobbies for and what its acolytes in politics and the media support.
