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Brazil has pledged a 37 percent reduction in carbon emissions by 2025, making the South
American country the first major developing nation to pledge an absolute emissions reduction.

Brazilian President Dilma Rousseff made the announcement on Sunday at the United Nations
Sustainable Development Summit. She also announced an "intended reduction" of 43 percent
by 2030.
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
