U.S. Issues New Rules on Offshore Oil and Gas Drilling
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With new offshore rules in place, a U.S. energy group said jobs and safety are at risk, though
environmentalists said the BP spill in 2010 was still impactful.

The Interior Department's Bureau of Safety and Environmental Enforcement released new rules
aimed at preventing loss of life and environmental harm resulting from a potential failure at an
offshore well. AImost six years to the day after the disaster at the Deepwater Horizon rig in the

Gulf of Mexico, the government said it was enacting a number of reforms to strengthen offshore
oversight.
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
