Kansas GOP yanks voting rights of leaders who contributed to Democrats
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The Kansas Republican Party has suspended party voting privileges for 17 precinct leaders in
Johnson County who gave donations to Democrats running for public office this year.

State party officials, led by Republican Chairman Kris Kobach, approved a loyalty plank in the
party’s constitution last year: Anyone holding a party position who donated money to a
Democrat would forfeit his or her voting rights. This is the first election in which the provision
has been enforced.
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
