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In an apparent violation of federal regulations, the State Department has outsourced to private
contractors the responsibility to investigate possible crimes committed by security contractors in
Iraq. 

According to a contract obtained by ABC News, the company was hired to supplement
Diplomatic Security personnel. However, the eight USIS contractors hired for the team
represent the majority of the full-time team, an apparent violation of federal regulations that
prohibit such work by contractors.
